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Construction of Emergency Response System for Public Sports Service
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Abstract: In order to strengthen the emergency response ability for China's public sports service, the article
puts forward a basic principle for establishing and consolidating the emergency response standard system of
China's sports service on the basis of analyzing the current status of the emergency response standard for Chi-
na's public sports service. It suggests that a two-level structure of the emergency response standard should be es-
tablished. According to the related security plans and documents of the state, the article tries to choose the cor-
responding indicators for the emergency response standard for the public sports service and work out the basic
standard and recommended standard of the indicators in order to perfect the emergency response standard sys-
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tem for public sports service.
